Celebrations of the ITEC Day-2026 in Ashgabat

The celebrations of the ITEC (Indian Technical and Economic
Cooperation) Day-2026 were organized by the Embassy of India in
Ashgabat on 24 March 2026. Representatives of the Government of
Turkmenistan, Alumni of ITEC Programme/ ICCR (Indian Council for
Cultural Relations) Scholarships and the local media representatives
enthusiastically took part in the celebrations.
